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The WaterSpace Partnership has 
agreed a five year action plan and 
funding plan toward our shared 
vision: ‘To revitalise the waterways 
of Bath & North East Somerset’ 

Five Priority Areas have been 
identified, but opportunities 
to deliver other aspects of the 
WaterSpace Study will also be 
sought as opportunities arise.
Through the WaterSpace Study, the partners 
identified 35 potential projects to enhance the River 
Avon and Kennet and Avon Canal in the Bath area. 
The initial areas of focus for the partnership are 
reflected in this Five Year Funding and Action Plan.
