This is because a request for a transfer to a Primary school has to be considered
for a place in an existing year group at the school.

Contact your home authority for an
application form. You will be able to use that form to apply for schools in this authority. All applicants for Bath and North
East Somerset Schools should ensure that they have read the booklet ‘A Primary School for your Child in Bath & North
