By monitoring and measuring emissions, organisations are able to understand their impact on the environment and develop improvement strategies. Bath & North East Somerset Council would encourage businesses to monitor their emissions using this guidance.
The purpose of this report is to quantify GHG emissions from the Council’s estate and activities, but not to detail the actions being taken to reduce GHG emissions. These are set out separately in the Council’s Carbon Management Plan.


For the purposes of Local GHG reporting, we are required to break down the emissions data into ‘Scopes’. These are as follows:

Table 1: Emissions included in each of the three GHG reporting scopes
	Scope
	Sources

	Scope 1 (Direct emissions): Activities owned or controlled by the organisation that

release emissions straight into the atmosphere, such as combustion of fuel in

owned or controlled boilers and vehicles.


	· Gas and heating oil used in Council buildings, including offices, libraries, elderly persons centres and schools, including Academies 

· Diesel and petrol used in used in the Council’s fleet vehicles

	Scope 2 (Energy indirect): Indirect emissions associated with the consumption of

purchased electricity, heat, steam and cooling. These emissions are a

consequence of the organisation’s activities, but occur at sources not owned or

controlled.


	· Electricity used in Council buildings, including offices, libraries, elderly persons centres and schools, including Academies
· Electricity used in street lighting, including lighting for signs, bollards and traffic signals



	Scope 3 (Other indirect): Other indirect emissions that are a consequence of the

organisation’s actions, which occur at sources which are not owned or controlled

and which are not classed as scope 2 emissions. Examples of scope 3 emissions are business travel or purchased materials.
	· Business mileage – use of employees’ own cars for which fuel costs are claimed back via expenses
· Leisure facilities - Aquaterra
