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Schools Child Protection Training 

Suggested Checklist
For the purposes of this document single agency training is training carried out by a particular agency ie school for its own staff.
The following is a suggested checklist. Schools should consider this as a guide for the content of child protection and safeguarding training when undertaking 3 yearly whole school single agency training. This checklist should be used by the Designated Teacher for Child Protection (DTCP), who will have completed the train the trainers course for schools. It should be used alongside the ‘schools introduction to child protection’ (compulsory power point slides as a minimum) and associated resources including the suggested participant evaluation form. 
Working Together 2010 clearly states that each Local Safeguarding Board has a responsibility for quality assuring training offered at single agency level. The checklist attempts to address this need and to ensure that schools child protection training is of sufficient quality, and provides staff with the necessary knowledge and understanding required to effect their duty to safeguard and promote the welfare of their pupils under the Education Act 2002 and where appropriate, under the Children Act 1989
This checklist is not a substitute for inter-agency training. Those school staff who predominately works with children and young people ie teachers, teaching assistants, DTCP e.t.c will also need to attend the Inter-agency Safeguarding Children Training Programme.
