	What contact have you had with Bath Area Play Project (BAPP) or Wansdyke Play Association (WPA)?  



	WPA have worked with a number of yr 7 and 8 students often off-site. They have attended meetings where appropriate and advised on other agencies which might also be useful to the school.

Play therapy sessions with Year 3.

BAPP inclusion have worked with individuals and groups within the school day – supporting children in how to play and create positive friendships.

BAPP and St Martin’s Garden Primary work closely regarding a number of families either through the CPP, CHiN or TAF/TAC processes.

	Has this been useful to your school?  If so how? 



	Yes – pupils have thoroughly enjoyed the sessions learning craft, bush and team work skills.

BAPP can often say things to parents, which would be inappropriate for a school/Lead Professional to do so.

Relationships between parents/carers and BAPP adults is usually stronger as they are not seen as ‘part of the establishment’

Very useful. The students have made excellent progress. He works very well with them. He seems to know exactly how to connect with them. 
WPA are currently running a 10 week block for 6 yr 7-9 vulnerable students which seems to be popular and the boys are engaging well. It is very useful to be able to rely on professionals who the students view very much as nothing to do with school. Very often, the students are able to open up to WPA in a way that they feel unable to do with people associated with school.

When WPA have attended meetings with parents, their more relaxed relationship with them often means the parents seem less tense as they feel there is someone ‘less official’ there for them.

	Which children has the service been especially useful for?



	All pupils.

Vulnerable children (ie subject to CPP, risk of exclusion)

I have used WPA mainly for KS3 boys who are struggling in school because of their lack of social skills and lack of sensible adult role models.

	Has work with BAPP/WPA increased your schools capacity to support children through play?   

	Yes.

The school has increased its own capacity over the last 3 years, offering mentoring, play therapy, nurture, individual curriculum planning for those unable to access mainstream classrooms as part of our pastoral provision.  BAPP is another part the services which we call on to support families or individuals.

	How would you rate the quality of the service?   

	Well organised, well resourced, hands on, try to integrate their sessions with our current topics.

Family Play Inclusion workers are exceptional practitioners. 

Should funding be cut the impact on the school would be significant, over 50% of the school access community play rangers via Combe Down or Odd Down

Of the 30% of families which are either subject to CPP/CHiN or have TAF/TAC involvement across the school - at least half access inclusion workers either via Playful Fridays or targeted cook it programme or through weekly support sessions.

Excellent

Stuart Rouse and his team are a joy to work with. They take on challenging students positively and work really closely with the school. Communication is excellent and informative.


	Do you have any suggestions about how the Community Play Service could be improved to support schools more?   

	More time to plan interventions, more joined up approaches, often children or families are involved with BAPP/inclusion worker and the school is unaware

Not to jump to conclusions – very occasionally we have had confrontation meetings because playworkers have only listened to a parents view point and not looked at all the issues/concerns, whilst advocating for the parent is a vital part of the role, not losing sight that other professionals may know that child just as well. 

I would like to be able to refer more students to this service. 
More of the same please. Also maybe the opportunity to do 1:1 work with certain students.
Nurture provision run was less successful and children struggled to access this successfully, we no longer access that aspect of the work and have grown our own provision in house.
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
