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1. Introduction 
The B –Active website has been set up for all young people in Bath and North East Somerset .It is designed by young people and is for young people .The objectives are to enable young people to have  a say in their own community ,to provide them with information about things that they can do and which are important to them , to enable them to have online contact with other young people in a safe environment, and to consult with them about issues which effect them.

The website is a part of the BNES website but has its own management group and an editorial group which is made up of young people.

2. General problems and issues already identified that might affect the policy from meeting its aims

The general problems of the website lie in the need for the site to be ‘open’ so that information can be posted onto the site and yet to ensure that it is safe for young people to use .Information can be posted into the forum and the calendar by people and organisations who are registered with the site ,but this could be open to abuse .To address this there are house rules and active moderation of the information posted on the site to address .
3. What data was analysed as part of this Equality Impact Assessment process and what did it tell us?

Key issues raised. 
There has been  an extensive consultation process with young people which has been developed through the young people’s participation agenda .In addition the website was developed in consultation with a representative group of young people. The result of this was that the website needed to be accessible , lively and relevant to young people 
4. Assessment of impact on equality groups 
The website is designed to be accessible to young people, but does not exclude any other person who wants to access it. There is no known impact on race, gender , sexuality or religion /belief .There are information sections that have links to established sites that advise young people about sexuality , about issues that are raised by experiencing bullying including racism , and advice about health and disability .The site seeks to use inclusive images to promote positive attitudes towards minority groups .There are house rules which govern the behaviour of young people and which reflect the values of an inclusive society .
The site is moderated to ensure that the house rules are followed , this is the particular case with the forum where there is active moderation of the material that is posted and an escalation policy to ensure that if a young person seeks help they will be given advice and in the more serious cases will be referred to specialist agencies for help .

This is a computer based website and is therefore accessible to sighted young people , and those who are able to use a computer 

There will therefore be a need for their to be adaptations for those young people who will find the operation of a PC difficult to operate. The website could be seen as having an adverse impact on young people who have a sight loss or who have a learning or physical disability and who are not able to use a computer .

5. Monitoring arrangements 
What systems will be put in place to monitor for adverse impact in the future and how the results will be used to inform and develop our policy/procedures in the future. 
The Bactive management group will monitor the use of the site .As a part of this regular monitoring of the use of the site it will be necessary to analyse the different groups that use the site to find out whether there are particular groups who are either disadvantaged or excluded from the site .
6. Conclusions and action plan

The site has only just been made live so there is no data to say whether it disadvantages any group .The site is designed to be inclusive and will be ready to make any changes to allow and encourage participation by everyone .The EIA has identified that there are some effects that can be disadvantageous by the nature of the medium ,in other words those people who have difficulty in using information technology .
Exploration of additions to the site ( such as sound , ) or adaptations such as brail keys or other physical adjustments that would improve access.

The website is designed as a method of communicating with hard to reach young people. A consultation could be made with all young people who are included in the above groups to discover what their particular needs are of the site.
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
