If you are homeless or can’t live in your home the Council’s Housing Options and Homesearch Teams can give you all the advice you need to help you find a home. Please look at our website for lots of information about how to contact us and your housing options.

What are the options?
There are different sorts of housing for people depending on their family size, age, health and capability and what they can afford.  These are some of the many different options:

· Renting from a private or social landlord

· Renting a room in a shared house

· Owning or part owning
· Supported with a live in or visiting manager and carers

· Specialist supported for people with drug or alcohol problems

· Specialist supported for young people or vulnerable people

· Sheltered with or without community facilities for older people
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Homesearch is the Council’s housing register and the place where low cost and affordable housing for rent and sale is advertised.  You have to be aged over 16 and have a local connection and assets below £60,000. Make an application online or with help from our One Stop Shop and bid for housing that meets your requirements.

The Gateway is the place where you can apply for a wide range of support services to help you live independently.  You can ask for as much or as little support as you need and can get support to help you to remain in your own home or with things like paying rent and managing bills.
