In addition, the applicant is also responsible for the total costs incurred by the Highway Authority for advertising the Order and posting the notices where necessary, as provided in the Act. At 2015 prices, this can range from £700 - £1500. 





(C) 	In (A) the charge of £650 is based on an administrative standing charge which includes the provision of a signing schedule for the alternative route together with the specifications of the signing required. A copy of this will be sent to the applicant to arrange for the signing. Where a considerable amount of signing design is required an additional fee may be charged and the applicant will be advised of this at an early stage.

Timescale 





This application MUST be received by the Traffic Management Team a minimum of 8 WEEKS before the start of the restriction. Where the proposal involves complex works or works on a major road and/or junction, it is advisable to contact the Traffic Management Team well in advance of the actual application.





The applicant must: 





Place information boards on the site two weeks before to inform the travelling public.


Place legal notices on site as soon as they are received from the council.


Maintain pedestrian and vehicular access to frontages.


Undertake to inform all interests known to be directly affected by the proposed restriction including all frontages on the length of road concerned.


Provide, erect and maintain diversion signs, the type and siting of which must be in accordance with the requirement of The New Roads and Street Works Act, 1991, ‘Safety at Street Works and Road Works’ Code of Practice and read in conjunction with the Traffic Signs Manual, Chapter 8, and approved by the Council (see note C above).


Provide a supervisor of the works qualified as required under section 67 of the New Roads and Street Works Act, 1991.


Give 8 weeks notice before Temporary Closure Order expires if extension period is required.
