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1. Introduction
This profile has been produced to support Bath and North East Somerset Council’s local equality mapping work, as part of the emerging Equalities Framework.  The purpose of the profile is to improve our understanding of the equalities dimensions of the Bath and North East Somerset population.  The profile focuses on key datasets from national sources, which provide robust, regularly updated data at the local authority, regional and national level.  The profile highlights key trends, as well as any significant changes and emerging issues regarding the population of Bath and North East Somerset.

Section 2 provides a summary of the key trends that emerged from the equalities data analysis.  Sections 3-7 provide an overview of the equalities situation pertaining to the Bath and North East Somerset population.  The data is presented at local authority, regional and national level in order to set the context for Bath and North East Somerset.  Section 3 provides an insight into demographic trends, while Sections 4-7 focus on five of the key equalities dimensions referred to in the Equalities Review (2007): Health; Longevity; Education; Productive & Valued Activities; and Standard of Living. 
Sections 8 and 9 focus on small area analysis.  They provide a mapped representation of the Indices of Deprivation 2007 and the recently published Child Well-Being Index 2009 in order to improve our understanding of the inequalities that local communities can experience.  Such inequalities are often masked when analysing data at the local authority level.
2. Key Trends in Bath and North East Somerset
2.1 Resident Population Trends

· Between 2001 and 2007, the Bath and North East Somerset population increased at a higher rate than regional and national trends.  In particular, there was a significant increase in the number of males and 16-29 year olds living in the local authority area.

· Between 2001 and 2007, the number of people living in Bath and North East Somerset of retirement age increased at a lower rate compared to regional and national trends.  However, according to the latest population projections, the 75+ age group is projected to increase at a significant rate in Bath and North East Somerset between 2009 and 2030.

· Similar to regional trends, the proportion of black and minority ethnic residents in Bath and North East Somerset is significantly lower than the national average.  The estimated number of local residents classified as ‘Asian or Asian British’ is particularly low when compared to national trends.   
· The National Insurance Registration data shows that a total of 7,610 adult overseas nationals were registered in Bath and North East Somerset between January 2002 and June 2008.  Similar to regional and national trends, the highest proportion of adult overseas nationals registered in Bath and North East Somerset were from the EU Accession States, followed by Asia and the Middle East, and the European Union.
2.2 Health and Longevity
· The life expectancy for residents living in Bath and North East Somerset is longer than regional and national trends.  However:

· The relative good health and prosperity of the area mask some inequalities.  Males from the most deprived areas of Bath and North East Somerset can expect to live almost 4 years less than those from the least deprived areas.

· While the gap between male and female life expectancy is closing, consistent with the regional and national picture, males in Bath and North East Somerset can expect to live around 4 years less than women. 

· Data from the National Childhood Measurement Programme 2007/08 suggests that the weight trends of Reception and Year 6 children in Bath and North East Somerset are similar to regional and national picture.  The largest majority of children are considered to be of healthy weight.  However:

· Similar to national trends, around one quarter of Reception and Year 6 children in Bath and North East Somerset are considered to be overweight or obese.   

· Despite an increase in the number of under 18 conceptions in Bath and North East Somerset between 2002 and 2005, the under 18 conception rate remains significantly lower than the regional and national average. 

· The health of people living in Bath and North East Somerset is generally good, with a lower proportion of the population living with a disability or limiting long-term illness.    However:

· Between 2001 and 2008, there was a significant increase in the number of Disability Living Allowance and Attendance Allowance claimants in Bath and North East Somerset, compared to the national average.  Despite this increase, the claimant rates remain low compared to regional and national trends.

· According to the Indices of Deprivation 2007, the majority of areas within Bath and North East Somerset rank amongst the least deprived in England in terms of health deprivation and disability.  However, the ID 2007 reveals that there are a couple of areas of relative deprivation within the local authority area:  In particular, LSOA 009C (Kingsmead) ranks within the top 6% deprived areas in England for this domain.

· According to the Child Well-Being Index 2009, the vast majority of areas within Bath and North East Somerset rank amongst the highest in England in terms of children’s health.  However, there are two areas that experience a relatively lower level of child well-being for this domain: LSOAs Bath and North East Somerset 015D (Whiteway, Southdown) and 009C (Kingsmead).
2.3 Education
· Educational attainment at Key Stages 1, 2 3 and 4 in Bath and North East Somerset is generally higher than the regional and national average.  However, similar to regional and national trends, Bath and North East Somerset experiences some educational inequalities based on gender and income:

· Male students consistently achieve lower results than females, from Key Stage 1 through to Level 3.

· The results achieved by students eligible for Free School Meals (FSM) are significantly lower than the results achieved by non-FSM students.

· In Bath and North East Somerset, a significantly higher proportion of 16 and 17 years olds remain in full-time education, compared to regional and national trends.

· Analysis of educational attainment at Level 3 between 2005 and 2007 has shown that student achievement in Bath and North East Somerset has been slightly lower than the regional and national average.

· A higher than average proportion of the working age population in Bath and North East Somerset has Level 3, 4 or 5 qualifications compared to the regional and national average.

· According to the ID 2007, the majority of areas within Bath and North East Somerset rank amongst the least deprived in England for Education, Skills and Training.  However, the ID 2007 identifies a number of areas experiencing a relative level of deprivation.  Most notably, LSOA Bath and North East Somerset 015D (Whiteway, Southdown) is ranked within the top 2% most deprived areas in England for this domain.

· The Child Well-Being Index 2009 reveals a similar trend: while the majority of areas within Bath and North East Somerset rank amongst the highest in England in terms of children’s education, inequalities are apparent across a number of areas within the locality.  Most notably, LSOA Bath and North East Somerset 015D (Whiteway, Southdown) ranks amongst the lowest 2% and LSOA Bath and North East Somerset 018D (Fox Hill North, Combe Down) ranks amongst the lowest 8% in England for this domain. 

2.4 Productive & Valued Activities
· Compared to the national average, a higher proportion of the Bath and North East Somerset population are economically active.  In particular, the Annual Population Survey reveals that:

·  A higher proportion of females in Bath and North East Somerset are economically active, compared to the national average.

· The difference between the proportion of economically active males and females is significantly smaller in Bath and North East Somerset, compared to regional and national trends.

· The average weekly pay of residents in Bath and North East Somerset is similar to the national average.  However, there are some key differences based on gender.  According to the Annual Survey of Hours and Earnings:

· The average weekly pay of female full-time workers in Bath and North East Somerset is significantly higher than the regional and national average

· Similar to regional and national trends, male full-time workers in Bath and North East Somerset tend to earn more than their female counterparts.  However, the difference is significantly smaller when compared to regional and national trends.

· The proportion of the working age population in Bath and North East Somerset claiming benefits is significantly lower than regional and national average.  This trend is consistent across all client groups.

2.5 Standard of Living
· In Bath and North East Somerset, the number of pensioners claiming Pension Credit is lower than average.  However, in contrast to regional and national trends:

· A significantly higher proportion of Pension Credit Claimants in Bath and North East Somerset are aged 80 and over.

· According to official homelessness statistics, there has been a significant decline in the number of homeless people in Bath and North East Somerset.  The number of people ‘accepted as being homeless and in priority need’ in 2007/08 was almost three times lower than the number recorded in 2002/03.

· The number of children looked after in Bath and North East Somerset is low compared to regional and national trends.  Whilst the rate of children looked after remained consistent at the regional and national level between 2003 and 2005, the rate consistently declined in Bath and North East Somerset. 

· According to the Index of Multiple Deprivation 2007, the vast majority of areas within Bath and North East Somerset are ranked amongst the least deprived in England.  However, the Index identifies a small number of areas that experience a relative level of multiple deprivation.  Most notably, LSOAs Bath and North East Somerset 011C (Twerton West) and 009C (Kingsmead) rank within the top 15% deprived areas in England for multiple deprivation.
· The Child Well-Being Index (CWI) 2009 reveals a similar trend: while the majority of areas within Bath and North East Somerset rank amongst the highest in England, there are certain areas that experience relatively lower levels of child well-being.  Most notably:

· Overall Child Well-Being: LSOAs Bath and North East Somerset 015D (Whiteway, Southdown) and 018D (Fox Hill North, Combe Down) ranks within the lowest 10% in England.  

· Material Well-Being: LSOAs Bath and North East Somerset 009C (Kingsmead), 018D (Fox Hill North, Combe Down), 015D (Whiteway, Southdown) and 006B (Snow Hill, Walcot) rank amongst the lowest 15% in England.
· Children in Need:  LSOAs Bath and North East Somerset 009C (Kingsmead) and 018D (Fox Hill North, Combe Down) rank within the lowest 10% in England.
3. Resident Population
This section examines population trends in Bath and North East Somerset.  It identifies any significant changes in the local population, based on age and gender.  It also provides details of the estimated ethnic make-up of the population.

· The overall population increased by a higher rate in Bath and North East Somerset (5.4%), compared to the regional and national trends (4.7% and 3.3% respectively).
· In particular, there has been a significant increase in the local male population (7.2%).

According to 2007 population estimates for Bath and North East Somerset:
· A significantly higher proportion of the local population is aged 16-29 (22.3%) compared to regional and national trends (17.1% and 18.6%, respectively).  

· Between 2001 and 2007, there was a 28% increase in the population of 16-29 years olds, which was significantly greater than the rate of increase for the South West region and England (13.7% and 9% respectively).
· In contrast, the percentage increase in the retirement age population between 2001 and 2007 was significantly lower in Bath and North East Somerset (3.2%) compared to the regional and national average (8.6% and 6.5% respectively).

· The proportion of working age males in Bath and North East Somerset increased by 10.8% between 2001 and 2007, which is higher than the increase at regional and national level (6.9% and 5.3% respectively).
· In the same period, the proportion of working age females increased by 5.6%, which is slightly higher than the regional and national trend (3.9% and 3.2% respectively).

· The older age groups are projected to have the highest growth rates: the 75+ age group is projected to increase by 48.8% between 2009 and 2030, while the 65-74 age group is projected to increase by 26.3%.

The estimated number of local residents classified as ‘Asian or Asian British’ (1.4%) is particularly low when compared to the national average (5.5%).

· While the largest proportion of Adult Overseas Nationals registered between January 2002 and June 2008 were from the EU Accession States, the proportion registered in Bath & North East Somerset was lower than the South West and UK trends (29.3%, compared to 42% and 33.3%, respectively).
· Similar to the UK trend, a quarter of registered Adult Overseas Nationals in Bath and North East Somerset were from Asia and the Middle East, compared to 18.9% in the South West region.
· 22.2% of registered Adult Overseas Nationals in Bath and North East Somerset were from the European Union, compared to around 17% regionally and nationally.

· The life expectancy for males and females in Bath and North East Somerset is higher than the regional and national average.

· Consistent with regional and national trends, the life expectancy of males in Bath and North East Somerset has increased year on year between 2001 and 2006.  However, despite this trend, males in Bath and North East Somerset can still expect to live around four years less than females.

· The Bath and North East Somerset Health Profile (APHO & DoH, 2008) notes that the relative prosperity and good health of the area mask some inequalities.  For example, males living in the most deprived areas of Bath and North East Somerset can expect to live almost four years less than those from the least deprived areas.

· Taking into account the 95% confidence interval, the proportion of Reception and Year 6 children considered to be of healthy weight in Bath and North East Somerset is similar to the regional and national picture.  

· Consistent with regional and national trends, a lower proportion of Year 6 children are considered to be of healthy weight compared to Reception children.  In particular, a higher proportion of Year 6 children are considered to be obese.  In Bath and North East Somerset, around 14-18% of Year 6 children were classified as obese in 2006/07, compared to 9-12% of Reception children.

4.4 Benefit Claimants - Disability Living Allowance (DLA)
Disability Living Allowance is payable to people who become physically or mentally disabled before the age of 65.  When combined with Attendance Allowance, the DLA figures can provide a robust estimate of the disabled population (although it is important to recognise that take-up of these benefits may not be 100%).

· Consistent with the regional trend, from 2002-2008, the percentage increase in DLA claimants in Bath and North East Somerset (34%) was considerably higher than the national average (23.4%).  This was the case for all age groups, with the exception of the under 16s and over 70s.  
· Despite this increase, the benefit rate in Bath and North East Somerset (3.1%) remains lower than the regional and national average (4.2% and 4.7%, respectively).

4.5 Benefit Claimants - Attendance Allowance (AA)
Attendance Allowance is payable to people aged 65 and over who need help with personal care because they are physically or mentally disabled.

· Similar to regional and national trends, in May 2008, 12.9% of the Bath and North East Somerset pensioner population were claiming Attendance Allowance.
· From 2001-2008, the percentage increase in AA claimants in Bath and North East Somerset was considerably higher than the national trend.  This was the case for all age groups, with the exception of the 70-74 and 85-89 year olds.  

· In the South West region and England, the percentage increase in claimants of Attendance Allowance between 2001 and 2008 was significantly higher for males, compared to females.  In contrast, in Bath and North East Somerset, the percentage increase was slightly higher for females. 
5. Education
This section focuses on key national datasets that provide information on education equalities within the Bath and North East Somerset area, set within the context of regional and national trends.  The section focuses predominantly on school results, which are available for a range of equalities breakdowns, including gender, ethnicity, and Free School Meals eligibility.  Analysis of inequalities in education, skills and training at the small area level is available in Sections 8 and 9.

8. Indices of Deprivation 2007
The Indices of Deprivation 2007 present the deprivation scores and ranks for 32,482 Lower Level Super Output Areas (LSOAs) in England.  There is an overall Index of Multiple Deprivation and seven LSOA domain indices: Income; Employment; Health Deprivation and Disability; Education, Skills and Training; Barriers to Housing and Services; Living Environment; and Crime.  
This section examines the nature and extent of deprivation in Bath and North East Somerset, based on the Indices 2007. 
8.1 Index of Multiple Deprivation
The Index of Multiple Deprivation (IMD) 2007 is a LSOA level measure of multiple deprivation, and is made up of the seven LSOA level domain indices.
Map 1: IMD 2007
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According to the IIMD 2007, Bath and North East Somerset is not considered to be a deprived area.  In fact, 26 of the 115 LSOAs in Bath and North East Somerset rank within the top 10% least deprived areas in England overall.  However, according to the IMD 2007, there are four areas within Bath and North East Somerset that experience relative levels of multiple deprivation:
· LSOAs Bath and North East Somerset 011C (Twerton West) and 009C (Kingsmead) rank within the top 15% deprived areas in England.
· LSOAs Bath and North East Somerset 015D (Whiteway, Southdown) and 018D (Foxhill North, Combe Down) rank within the top 20% deprived areas in England.
8.2 Income Deprivation
The purpose of the ID 2007 Income Domain is to capture the proportions of the population experiencing income deprivation in an area.

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According to the ID 2007 Income Domain, Bath and North East Somerset is not considered to be a deprived area.  In fact, three LSOAs (Bath and North East Somerset 003A; 007E, and 016E) rank within the top 1% least deprived areas in England.  However, there are some areas within Bath and North East Somerset that experience relative levels of income deprivation.  In particular:
· LSOAs Bath and North East Somerset 011C (Twerton West), 018D (Foxhill North, Combe Down), and 015D (Whiteway, Southdown) rank within the top 15% deprived areas in England.
· LSOAs Bath and North East Somerset 011B (Whiteway West, Twerton) and 009C (Kingsmead) rank within the top 20% deprived areas in England.
8.3 Employment Deprivation
The ID 2007 Employment Domain measures employment deprivation conceptualised as involuntary exclusion of the working-age population from the world of work.  
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Map 3: Employment Domain 2007
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Almost half of the LSOAs in Bath and North East Somerset rank amongst the top 20% least deprived areas in England for employment deprivation; however, there are four areas that rank within the top 20% most deprived LSOAs in the country:

· LSOAs Bath and North East Somerset 011C (Twerton West) and 009C (Kingsmead) rank within the top 10% deprived areas in England.
· LSOAs Bath and North East Somerset 011D (Twerton Village) and 018D (Fox Hill North, Combe Down) rank within the top 20% deprived areas in England.
8.4 Health Deprivation and Disability
The ID 2007 Health Deprivation and Disability Domain identifies areas with relatively high rates of people who die prematurely or whose quality of life is impaired by poor health or who are disabled across the whole population. This domain measures morbidity, disability and premature mortality but not aspects of behaviour or environment that may be predictive of forthcoming health deprivation.  
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Map 4: Health Deprivation and Disability Domain
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According to the ID 2007 Health Deprivation and Disability Domain, the majority of areas within Bath and North East Somerset are not considered to be deprived.  However, there are two areas within the local authority area that experience relative levels of deprivation for this Domain:
· LSOA Bath and North East Somerset 009C (Kingsmead) ranks within the top 6% deprived areas in England.

· LSOA Bath and North East Somerset 011C (Twerton West) ranks within the top 15% deprived areas in England.
8.5 Education, Skills & Training Deprivation
The ID 2007 Education, Skills and Training Domain measures deprivation in educational attainment, skills and training for children, young people and the working age population in a local area.  
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Map 5: Education, Skills & Training Domain
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According to the ID 2007 Education, Skills and Training Domain, the highest proportion of LSOAs in Bath and North East Somerset rank within the least deprived areas in England.  However, there are eight LSOAs within the local authority area that rank within the top 20% most deprived areas in the country:

· LSOA Bath and North East Somerset 015D (Whiteway, Southdown) ranks within the top 2% deprived areas in England.

· LSOAs Bath and North East Somerset 018D (Fox Hill North, Combe Down), 011C (Twerton West), 011B (Whiteway West, Twerton), and 026A (Westfield North) rank within the top 15% deprived areas in England.
· LSOAs Bath and North East Somerset 022E (Peasedown St John West), 023C (East Paulton) and 011A (Twerton Innox Park) rank within the top 20% deprived areas in England.
8.6 Barriers to Housing & Services
The purpose of the ID 2007 Barriers to Housing & Services Domain is to measure barriers to housing and key local services.  The indicators fall into two sub-domains: ‘geographical barriers’ and ‘wider barriers’ which includes issues relating to access to housing such as affordability.  
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Map 6: Barriers to Housing & Services Domain
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Since the ID 2007 Barriers to Housing & Services Domain measures the distance travelled to access vital services, rural areas tend to rank highly for this Domain.  Within Bath and North East Somerset, 16 areas (mostly rural locations) rank within the top 15% most deprived areas in the country: 

· LSOA Bath and North East Somerset 016B (Corston, Farmborough) ranks within the top 5% deprived areas in England.

· LSOAs Bath and North East Somerset 010C (Bathavon North) and 022D (Peasedown St John South) rank within the top 6% deprived areas in England.

· LSOAs Bath and North East Somerset 022B (Peasedown St John East), 022A (Englishcombe, Bathavon West) and 010F (Bathavon South) rank within the top 10% deprived areas in England.
· LSOAs Bath and North East Somerset 021B (Chew Valley), 021D (Hinton Blewitt, Mendip), 020A (Stanton Drew, Clutton), 019C (Odd Down South), 012A (Claverton Down, Southwick) and 020C (Temple Cloud, Mendip) rank within the top 15% deprived areas in England.
8.7 Crime
The purpose of the ID 2007 Crime Domain is to measure the rate of recorded crime for four major volume crime types – burglary, theft, criminal damage and violence – representing the risk of personal and material victimisation at a small area level.  
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Map 7: Crime and Disorder Domain
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According to the ID 2007 Crime Domain, the majority of areas within Bath and North East Somerset are not considered to be deprived.  However, there are seven areas within Bath and North East Somerset that rank within the top 20% deprived areas in the country for crime: 

· LSOAs Bath and North East Somerset 009C (Kingsmead) ranks within the top 6% deprived areas in England.
· LSOAs Bath and North East Somerset 009B (Victoria Park, Kingsmead) and 007A (Central, Abbey) rank within the top 10% deprived areas in England
· LSOA Bath and North East Somerset 020E (Whitchurch) rank within the top 15% deprived areas in England.

· LSOAs Bath and North East Somerset 015D (Whiteway, Southdown), 007B (Central East, Abbey) and 011D (Twerton Village) rank within the top 20% deprived areas in England.
8.8 Living Environment
The ID 2007 Living Environment Domain aims to identify deprivation in the quality of the local environment both within and beyond the home.  The Domain consists of two subdomains which focus, respectively, on deprivations in the ‘indoors’ and the ‘outdoors’ living environment.  
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Map 8: Living Environment Domain
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According to the ID 2007 Living Environment Domain, the majority of areas within Bath and North East Somerset are not considered to be deprived.  However, there are three areas that experience a relative level of deprivation:
· LSOA Bath and North East Somerset 007B (Central East, Abbey) ranks within the top 15% deprived areas in England.

· LSOAs Bath and North East Somerset 009C (Kingsmead) and 007C (Central North, Abbey) rank within the top 20% deprived areas in England.
9. Local Index of Child Well-Being 2009

The Child Well-Being Index (CWI) was published by the Department of Communities and Local Government in January 2009.  The CWI 2009 represents the first attempt to create a small area index exclusively for children in England.  This an index of child well-being rather than an index of deprivation, mainly because it contains variables that are not strictly related to deprivation.  Child well-being is generally represented by how children are doing in a number of different domains of their life.  Each of the 32,482 LSOAs in England has been assigned a score and rank for the CWI Index and seven domain indices: Material Well-being, Health, Education, Crime, Housing, Environment, and Children in Need.  Summary measures of the CWI are presented at the local authority level.
9.1 Child Well-Being Index 
The Child Well-Being Index 2009 is produced at the LSOA level and provides a combined score and rank for the seven domain indices.
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According to the overall CWI Index, the largest majority of areas within Bath and North East Somerset rank amongst the highest in England in terms of child well-being.  However, there are two LSOAs within the local authority area that rank within the lowest 20% in the country:  
· LSOA Bath and North East Somerset 015D (Whiteway, Southdown) ranks within the lowest 10% in England.

· LSOA Bath and North East Somerset 018D (Fox Hill North, Combe Down) ranks within the lowest 20% in England.
9.2 Material Well-Being
The purpose of this Domain is to capture the proportion of children experiencing income deprivation in a small area.  This Domain has antecedents within the Indices of Deprivation for England.  In those Indices a separate ‘Income Deprivation Affecting Children Index’ (IDACI) was published alongside the IMD 2007.  The IDACI comprised the percentage of children under 16 living in families reliant on various means tested benefits.  The Material Well-being Domain for the CWI is the same as the IDACI 2007.  
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Map: Material Well-Being Domain


According to the CWI Material Well-being Domain, the largest majority of LSOAs within Bath and North East Somerset rank amongst the top 40% least deprived in England in terms of income deprivation affecting children.  However, there are six LSOAs within Bath and North East Somerset that rank amongst the lowest 20% in the country: 

· LSOAs Bath and North East Somerset 009C (Kingsmead), 018D (Fox Hill North, Combe Down), 015D (Whiteway, Southdown) and 006B (Snow Hill, Walcot) rank within the lowest 15% in England.
· LSOAs Bath and North East Somerset 011B (Whiteway West, Twerton) and 011C (Twerton West) rank within the lowest 20% in England.
9.3 Health
Health is a clear contributor to the overall well-being of children.  Ideally this should be a positive measure of health status.  However because of shortages of data of this type at local level, this Domain focuses on illness, accidents and disability, as represented by the use of health services and the uptake of disability benefits.

According to the CWI Health Domain, the majority of areas within Bath and North East Somerset rank amongst the top 20% highest in England in terms of children’s health.  However, two LSOAs in the local authority area rank amongst the lowest 20% in the country:

· LSOAs Bath and North East Somerset 015D (Whiteway, Southdown) and 009C (Kingsmead) rank within the lowest 20% in England.
9.4 Education
The CWI Education Domain includes a variety of education outcomes including attainment, school attendance and destinations at age 16.

According to the CWI Education Domain, the majority of areas within Bath and North East Somerset rank highly in terms of children’s education.  However, there are 9 areas within the local authority area that rank amongst the lowest 20% in England for this Domain:

· LSOA Bath and North East Somerset 015D (Whiteway, Southdown) ranks within the lowest 2% in England.

· LSOA Bath and North East Somerset 018D (Fox Hill North, Combe Down) ranks within the lowest 8% in England.

· LSOAs Bath and North East Somerset 011A (Twerton Innox Park), 022E (Peasedown St John West) and 011C (Twerton West) rank within the lowest 15% in England.
· LSOAs Bath and North East Somerset 011D (Twerton Village), 027C (Midsomer Norton West), 015A (Southdown North) and 013B (Twerton East) rank within the lowest 20% in England.
9.5 Crime
The CWI Crime Domain represents a measure of personal or material victimisation. Due to lack of available data on the impact of crime on children, the Crime Domain uses overall police recorded crime data relating to four major volume crime types that have major effects on individuals and communities.  In order to provide a child focus to the Domain, each of the four component indicators has been weighted according to the proportion of the ‘at-risk’ population that is aged 0-15.

According to the CWI Crime Domain, the majority of areas within Bath and North East Somerset rank highly in terms of child well-being.  However, there are 5 LSOAs within the local authority area that rank amongst the lowest 20% in the country: 

· LSOA Bath and North East Somerset 015D (Whiteway, Southdown) ranks within the lowest 5% in England.

· LSOA Bath and North East Somerset 011B (Whiteway West, Twerton) ranks within the lowest 10% in England.

· LSOAs Bath and North East Somerset 020E (Whitchurch), 018D (Fox Hill North, Combe Down) and 011A (Twerton Innox Park) rank within the lowest 20% in England.
9.6 Housing
Children spend a great deal of their lives at home.  Therefore the house that they live in can have a profound impact on their well-being.  The only source of housing data at LSOA level is the 2001 Census.  Four indicators have been selected to represent the housing circumstances of children and, as a result of preliminary analysis, they are represented in two sub-domains.

According to the CWI Housing Domain, the majority of areas within Bath and North East Somerset rank amongst the highest in terms of child well-being.  However, there are 3 LSOAs within the local authority area that rank amongst the lowest 20% in the country: 

· LSOA Bath and North East Somerset 007A (Central, Abbey) ranks within the lowest 15% in England.

· LSOAs Bath and North East Somerset 007C (Central North, Abbey) and 007B (Central East, Abbey) rank within the lowest 20% in England.
9.7 Environment
The CWI 2009 Environment Domain captures aspects of the environment that affect children’s physical well-being (health, exercise and safe, independent mobility). Indicators of the potential of the natural environment to provide children with play spaces that enhance their personal, cognitive and social development are incorporated.  As a result of preliminary analysis the indicators were divided into two sub-domains.


Map: Environment Domain


According to the CWI Environment Domain, the majority of areas within Bath and North East Somerset rank highly in terms of child well-being.  However, the inclusion of walking distances to schools and leisure facilities within this domain means that rural areas tend to rank low.  Within Bath and North East Somerset, there are 7 rural LSOAs that rank within the lowest 20% in England for this domain:

· LSOA Bath and North East Somerset 021B (Chew Valley) and 016B (Corston, Farmborough) rank within the lowest 5% in England.

· LSOAs Bath and North East Somerset 016D (Saltford South), 022A (Englishcombe, Bathavon West) and 021D (Hinton Blewitt, Mendip) rank within the lowest 15% in England.
· LSOAs Bath and North East Somerset 020A (Stanton Drew, Clutton) and 016A (Farmborough) rank within the lowest 20% in England.
9.8 Children in Need Domain
This Domain is about children who are in various kinds of need. The Children in Need Survey (2005) (CiN), from the Department for Children, Schools and Families, provides information on all the children served by local authorities in a given week.

According to the CWI Children in Need Domain, the majority of areas within Bath and North East Somerset rank highly in terms of child well-being.  However, there are 5 LSOAs within the local authority area that rank amongst the lowest 20% in the country:

· LSOAs Bath and North East Somerset 009C (Kingsmead) and 018D (Fox Hill North, Combe Down) rank within the lowest 10% in England.

· LSOAs Bath and North East Somerset 015D (Whiteway, Southdown) and 006B (Snow Hill, Walcot) rank within the lowest 15% in England.

· LSOA Bath and North East Somerset 011C (Twerton West) ranks within the lowest 20% in England.

9.9 Local Authority Summary
At the local authority level, Bath and North East Somerset ranks highly for all of the CWI domains.  For the overall CWI Index, it ranks as the 9th highest local authority in the country (out of 149) in terms of child well-being.
