What were the results?
	A paper consultation document was circulated to consultees and also placed on the Council website and a link circulated. School staff, governing bodies, parents and children at the schools proposed for expansion were consulted in this way. Also staff and governing bodies and parents at other schools that might be affected were consulted. Public drop-in sessions were held at the four schools where significant expansion was proposed. Also consulted were the Church of England Diocese, the Roman Catholic Diocese, the two local MPs, the local parish and town councils, ward councillors, trade unions representing staff, Council officers and organisations with a contract to use the school premises. The consultation document contained details of how people could respond to the consultation.

The results are summarised in the Summary of Consultation Responses Report - Appendix 1 to the Cabinet report E2514.
The statutory notices were each published in a local paper serving the area, posted in a public place locally and posted outside all entrances to each of the schools. A copy of the statutory notice and complete proposal was sent to each school proposed for expansion for the attention of the Headteacher and the Governing Body. The statutory notices and complete proposals were placed on the Council website and statutory consultees were informed that the notices had been published and given the link to the page on the Council website. This allowed a further 4 weeks for comments to be submitted. 
Paper copies of the statutory notice proposing the expansion of Paulton Infant and Paulton Junior schools were delivered to four pre-schools in Paulton to be given to the parents of Early Years age children who attended each of these settings.

	Good quality school places provided where there is demand making access to the local school as easy as possible. Places created in Good or Outstanding schools, ensuring that children have access to good quality primary school education that can lead to higher attainment and enhanced life chances.
