What we have been doing 





We made a display showing the different LGBT+ definitions on, using a rainbow umbrella and rainbow laminated pieces of card. It’s very bright and colourful to draw people in and also informative for anyone interested enough in the LGBT+ community. along with this, to get people interested in pride, there have been a selection of posters around the school informing people of pride club and anti-discrimination posters which have helped reduce homophobic language significantly.





What difference it has made in our school/setting

What we are going to do next
