(THTTC2241, B3355 SILVER STREET, MIDSOMER NORTON)

(TEMPORARY PROHIBITION OF USE BY VEHICLES) (TEMPORARY PROHIBITION OF USE BY VEHICLES OF OVER 7.5 TONNES MAXIMUM GROSS WEIGHT RESTRICTION) ORDER 2020
Bath and North East Somerset Council (referred to as "the Council") being the highway authority for B3355 Silver Street Midsomer Norton, Bath in the County and District of Bath and North East Somerset is satisfied that vehicular traffic in the said highway should be restricted because works are being or are proposed to be executed on or near the road consequent upon utility works by Sun Traffic LTD. 
The Council in exercise of its powers under section 14 of the Road Traffic Regulation Act 1984 and of all other enabling powers hereby makes the following order:

1. A vehicle shall not proceed in that length of B3355 Silver Street, Midsomer Norton from its junction with Charlton Road to its point with Somerset County Council Boundary (Outside Midsomer Norton Rugby and Football Club).
2. It is prohibited for any vehicle exceeding 7.5 Tonnes maximum gross weight to proceed in that length of 
B3355 Silver Street, Midsomer Norton from its junction with Charlton Road to its point with Somerset County Council Boundary (Outside Midsomer Norton Rugby and Football Club).
3.    Nothing in Articles 1 and 2 of this order shall apply to any person or vehicle necessarily proceeding to or from 
   the said works.

4.   The provisions of Articles 1 and 2 of this Order shall apply only during such times and to such extent as shall 
  be indicated by traffic signs prescribed by the Traffic Signs Regulations and General Directions 2016.

5.   This order shall come into operation on the 05th July 2020 and will be operative for a period of 7 months.
  The order may be cited as the Bath and North East Somerset Council  (THTTC2241, B3355 Silver Street, Midsomer Norton) (Temporary  Prohibition of Use By Vehicles) (Temporary Prohibition of Use By Vehicles of Over 7.5 Tonnes Maximum  Gross Weight Restriction) Order 2020.
6.       Nothing in Articles 1 and 2 applies to:

a) Fire brigade, ambulance and police vehicles whilst in execution of their duties; 

b) Vehicles acquiring access to premises or land adjacent to the road;

c) Local authority or statutory undertaker's vehicles in an emergency;

d) Vehicles authorised by a police constable;

e) The removal of all recycling or refuse and waste;

f) Vehicles being used by a universal service provider to be used to collect, load or unload parcel packets.
