3. Introduce No Stopping Between Mon-Fri 8am-9.30am and 2.30pm-4pm on School Keep Clear markings in lengths of Lymore Terrace and Lymore Avenue, Bath.
4. Introduce Zone 28 Permit Holder Only parking operating 8am – 6pm in lengths of Oldfield Road and Bellotts Road, Bath.
5. Proposed removal of a section of No Parking At Any Time in lengths of Moorfields Drive, Bath.
6. Proposed extension of Resident Parking Zone 28 to cover Claude Terrace and 35 Bloomfield Avenue, Bath.
7. Introduce dual use Zone 28 Permit Holder / 3 Hour Limited Waiting, operating 8am – 6pm in lengths of Monksdale Road and Beckhampton Road, Bath.
8. Extension of No Parking Between 8am – 6pm in lengths of Bloomfield Avenue, Bath.

	The order will come into operation on 1st August 2025.
