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BATH AND NORTH EAST SOMERSET COUNCIL

(VARIOUS ROADS, BATH AND NORTH EAST SOMERSET) (PROHIBITION OF STOPPING, WAITING, LOADING AND PARKING PLACES) (VARIATION NO.5) ORDER 2026

The Bath and North East Somerset Council (“the Council”) in exercise of its powers under sections 1, 2, 4, 32, 35, 45, 46, 49, 51, 53 and 63A of and Part IV of Schedule 9 to the Road Traffic Regulation Act 1984 (“the 1984 Act”) and of all other enabling powers, after consultation with the chief officer of police in accordance with Part III of Schedule 9 to the 1984 Act, makes the following order:-

Part 1: Implementation and Citation


1. This order comes into operation on the ** *** 202* and may be cited as the Bath and North East Somerset Council (Various Roads, Bath and North East Somerset) (Prohibition and of stopping, waiting, loading and parking places) (Variation No.5) Order 2026.

2. Any reference in this Order to any enactment shall be construed as a reference to that enactment as amended by any subsequent enactment.

Part 2: Additions, Revocations and Modifications

a) The Bath and North East Somerset Council (Various Roads, Bath and North East Somerset) (Prohibition and of stopping, waiting, loading and parking places) (Consolidation) Order 2024, as varied by The Bath and North East Somerset Council (Various Roads, Bath and North East Somerset) (Prohibition and of stopping, waiting, loading and parking places) (Variation No.1) Order 2024, as varied by The Bath and North East Somerset Council (Various Roads, Bath and North East Somerset) (Prohibition and of stopping, waiting, loading and parking places) (Variation No.3) Order 2024 , is further varied and has the effect as though:

(i) The following definitions are added to Article 2

	“vehicle width” the width of the vehicle, in metres squared, as specified in the data source used by the council in accordance with its on-street parking permit terms and conditions.   

	“vehicle length” the length of the vehicle in metres squared, as specified in the data source used by the council in accordance with its on-street parking permit terms and conditions.   

	“vehicle area” means the area of the vehicle, in metres squared, as calculated by multiplying the vehicle width by the vehicle length.

	“vehicle size” means vehicle area.

	“vehicle area charge” means the discount or supplemental charge for a 12-month permit based on the vehicle area.

Resident Parking Permit supplemental discount or charge – vehicle area

a) The discount or charges specified in this schedule are applied to the charge of a Resident Parking Permit as specified in Schedule 2, Part A or Schedule 2, Part B.

b) A vehicle is be allocated to a band specified in column 1 of table 1 below where its vehicle area is a value that is within the range specified by columns 2 and 3 of table 1 below.

c) The supplemental discount or charge for the vehicle within a specified band set out in column 2 of table 1 for a first permit of 12 months duration is set out in column 4 of table 1. 

d) The supplemental discount or charge for the vehicle within a specified band set out in column 1 of table 1 for a second permit of 12 months duration is set out in column 5 of table 1.
