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Introduction 
The DFE have issued the DSG and Other grants for 2019-20 and this paper explains the impact for B&NES and the schools and settings within the authority.
DSG Funding
Overall DSG Funding

Overall the increase in the DSG shows an increase from £135.214m to £140.122m from 2018-19 to 2019-20.

The table below shows the increases for each block within the DSG.

Schools Block

The Schools Block overall has an increase of £3.934m equating to a 3.87% increase as shown in the table above.

The allocations provided show an increase in the primary and secondary allocations as follows

Further analysis also shows the changes in pupils that affect the overall total allocation

Pupils numbers in the primary Sector have reduced from 13035 to 12929 a reduction of 106 pupils, whereas the pupil numbers in the secondary sector show an increase of 289 pupils from 10708 to 10997.

The impact of the pupil changes shows that of the £3.934m increase in the overall total funding the increase that relates to the growth in pupils equates to £989,428. With this removed from the overall growth the %increase shows a schools block overall growth of 2.9%. This figure gives a more accurate estimate of the overall inflationary increase in schools budgets from DSG funding.
High Needs Block

Following recent announcements by the Sec of State for Education relating to High Needs funding the allocation for 2019-20 shows an increase £964k compared with 2018-19. This increase includes the new resources announced in the following link
New funding to support children with special educational needs - GOV.UK
The additional funding mentioned in this announcement amounts to £385k for 2018-19 and 2019-20. In 2018-19 the increase in funding provides a welcome boost to funding as the High Needs Budget is showing pressures of approx. £380k.

For 2019-20 the additional resource is being considered by the council and consideration is being given to reducing the increased resources that were being made from council funding towards the pressures being faced by the High Needs Block.

Analysis of the increases in the High needs Block funding is showing that approx. £399k of the increase is being provided to reflect inflationary pressures approx. 1.93%  and £180k is provided to reflect the growth in pupils placed in Special schools.
Central Services Block

The Central services block has increased by £18k between 2018-19 and 2019-20 this reflects the increase in pupil numbers of 1.77% 
The Central Services block supports the statutory functions of the council for education and also includes the historically funded elements discussed in paper 8. 
Early Years Block

The Early Years block has actually reduced from 2018-19 by £8k this reflects the marginal changes in take up of places and hours shown in the returns made to the DFE by the LA.

Paper 4 has already explained the impact of the changes on the funding of settings in 2019-20.

Other Grants

Teachers Pay Grant

The teachers’ pay grant will be paid in 2019-20 to reflect the full year effect of the pay increases supported by the grant. The DFE have confirmed the detail of how the grant will be paid at the following web address.

The rates of grant applicable to B&NES are £28.29 (£17.76 in 2018-19) for primary schools, £45.56 (£26.54 in 2018-19) for secondary schools and £113.46 (£65.65 in 2018-19) for special schools. These rates provide for the full year effect of the pay award in 2019-20.
Pupil Premium

The Pupil Premium Grant for 2019-20 rates remain unchanged from 2018-19 (no inflationary increase)

Universal infant free school meals (UIFSM)
The DFE have confirmed that the rate of grant for the universal infant free school meals grant will remain at £2.30 per meal (the same as 2018-19 – no inflationary increase) however the DFE have yet to confirm the allocations and whether there are any changes to methodology yet.
Free school meals supplementary grant

This grant provides additional resources for schools who observe an increase in the numbers of pupils eligible for free school meals as a result of the rollout of the universal credit mechanism. If a school observes an increase in eligible pupils from 2018 census to 2019 census then £440 per pupil will be paid to the school. This rate is the same as 2018-19 again no inflationary increase.
